79 boats and 20 clubs competed,
with Angus Winchester coming all the way from Renfrewshire! Some very nice comments were said by
the winners of the medium fleet who came from Chipstead Sailing Club. In their thank you to the club for
hosting the Medway Regatta they were so impressed with friendliness and hospitality they were
considering joining the club.

The Scouts had a Open Day In July and Combined it with Push the Boat out Day and initiative by the
RYA to welcome the Start of the Olympic to get everyone on the water.

Junior Week in August saw 40 young people come for the week ending a Junior Regatta raising £2400
for the club. Oppies were borrowed for MYC and were duly taken back by the smaller members of the
group being towed in a line on fun jaunt. Participants and parents joined in to do jobs to make it all run
smoothly under the watchful eye of Ann Heather and Peter Horner which made for an enjoyable week for
all.

| am writing this shortly after the end of the main sailing season and the start of the winter series — more
on the latter later.

It has been good to see Quentin improving his sailing through the season and then winning the Autumn
series.

No doubt the weather has something to do with it but we have had less people sailing this year. In fact
my unscientific impression of the weather is that there have actually been more Sundays this year with
good wind conditions (not too light or too strong) as long as you could cope with the cold and the rain!
Whatever the reason we have had only 34 people sailing in the medium fleet races this year compared
with 45 last year. And | don’t think we had more than 10 of these in any single race — down from 13 last
year. As | have said before it would be good to have more of the medium fleet members on the water to
give Gordon some more competition to beat.

| don’t sail in the winter and my experience on the patrol (aka rescue) boat on the first day of the winter
series reminded me why. A few intrepid sailors drifted into the clubhouse despite dire forecasts, driving
rain and blustery cold winds. The duty crew were hoping that none actually wanted to sail but of course 5
boats were desperate to go. In the morning a conservative lapping course was set and the sun came out
for the start. The wind calmed and a successful race was completed with us even considering shortening
the course. Despite the cold the sailors seemed to have enjoyed their sails.

Encouraged by this and some more sun during lunch the same 5 boats set out for a more ambitious
course down to 23. But this time the weather deteriorated quickly with very blustery winds, rain and halil.
The first sign of problems to come as the boats flew down river was a broken mast on David Fenech’s
V3000 before they reached Hoo Island. We stood by a number of capsizes as the conditions deteriorated
and spent a long time among waves up to 3ft (yes 3ft) near 23 as Grahame Smith and lan Parris righted
their RS 800 time after time. Eventually the conditions eased slightly and they were able to start to sail
back. Meanwhile radio communications had become virtually impossible. Round the corner we found
recovery of the two Laser 2Ks under way, one with a broken rudder. Thus none of the 5 boats completed
the course and only 2 made it back without a tow.

Just after we got back the Coastguard arrived
following a call from a concerned member of
the public worried by the sight of Laser 2K
crews sitting on their upturned hulls opposite
the Strand. | think | will stick with sailing in the
summer when it should be warmer!

Last but not least our Fleet evening is being
organised for 2" February at the Hoo Ness
Yacht Club. This follows the success of the
evening there last year when the club served
up a very good meal for us. Put the date in
your diaries now and watch out for your invites
in a few weeks time.

Nationals

Three boats from the Club made the trip to year’s National Championships in North Berwick, on the Firth of Forth,
east of Edinburgh - Nina and Sue, along with hubbies Chris and Edward, John Hewat and Sam Pygall and Colin
and his entire family (including the dog!).

North Berwick proved to be a great venue. The host club, East Lothian Yacht Club, were a very friendly bunch,
and went out of their way to make us all feel very welcome. The club had no paid staff and was run on a purely
voluntary basis, just like Wilsonian, which | feel sure was the main reason for their friendliness and dedication to
helping us. They provided dinghy parking on a huge grass foreshore, adjacent to the putting course, just a short
stroll from the Clubhouse, and a group of very friendly and hardworking beach party provided very welcome
assistance with launching and recovery from the flat sandy beach. They even provided us all with ice-cream after
coming ashore on a perfectly hot and breezy final day of sailing. That really was a lovely touch at the end of a
great week. North Berwick was a small and quaint holiday town, established around a fishing harbour and with
several shops selling many different and unusual types of wares. Three further highlights all served to make the
week a perfect holiday destination as well as a great sailing venue. We were treated to a march through the town
by local pipers, and it just happened that the Highland Games were being held nearby at the same time as our
Nationals. However, the absolute highlight for me was the Edinbugh Military Tattoo, held in the stunning grounds
of Edinburgh Castle on the Tuesday evening. The Class Association organised tickets and coach transport to and
from this spectacular event, one which | would highly recommend to anyone who’s not been before.

The only regrets from the entire week were the rains in the early part of the week, though this was more than made
up for by the hot sunny weather for the remainder of the week, and the very light winds for most of the week (not
what | expected on the North Sea side of Scotland).

Thanks ever so much to Mark for kindly giving up his day, for sharing with us the benefits of his wisdom and
experience and for making the day both informative and enjoyable.

Millennium Series 5 Open Meeting

The club hosted their first ever Laser 2000 Class Association event over the weekend of 29/30 September,
attracting an entry of 23 boats. Whilst the number of visitors was well below what | had initially hoped for, probably
due us being a relatively unknown club on the circuit, the turnout from our home fleet was just fantastic. Out of a
maximum possible fleet of 15 boats in the Club, we saw 13 of them turn out for the event.

Saturday’s racing adopted the Class Association’s usual windward-leeward style of course, with three back-to-back
races held downstream past the power station. Sunday adopted the usual club racing format, with two races
starting and finishing at the Club line (one downwind, being a first for a Class Association event!), and racing
around the navigation marks of the river.

The day ended with supper followed by a light-hearted quiz, accompanied by the remainder of the beer barrel.
Thanks ever so much to our Fleet caterers and entertainment crew for all the excellent and hard work they put in
to making the weekend a huge success. Carole Rodgers led the catering team, ably assisted by Carole Rodgers
and Jane Treadwell, who between them laid on a tremendous meal, at excellent value for money. Jayne Lambert
and Paul Thorpe led the post-supper quiz, again with assistance from Carole and Jane.

Fortunately, the earlier weather forecasts for Sunday proved to be less than accurate. Whilst the breeze was
certainly much stronger than on Saturday, and continued to build as the day progressed, it was nothing like that
predicted in previous forecasts. There was also a lot of cloud cover, but we never got to suffer the deluge that
had been predicted in earlier forecasts.

By the start of the second race, on Sunday afternoon, the breeze had continued to build and had picked up to a
good force 4-5, resulting in some rather exhilarating sailing and a number of capsizes. All-in-all, the event was
both different and very challenging, and Wilsonian SC were delighted to have had the opportunity to welcome
visiting boats for their first ever Millennium Series event.

Whilst Wilsonian may not have been particularly well known on the circuit before this event, we certainly put
ourselves firmly on the map afterwards, making quite an impact with the Association in the process. Indeed, the
Class Association were suitably impressed with our Club to the extent that they have since asked us to host one
of their training days next year. Further details will be advised at some later date.

At the time of writing this report, | am in the process of organising the annual Fleet “evening”. My initial plan is to
repeat what we did last year, by having a Sunday lunchtime roast followed by a short discussion and prize-giving
at the Club. | am currently trying to fix a suitable date that would not clash with work parties, the Hoo Freezer and
the start of next year's Warm Up Series, and anticipate a likely date to be during late February.

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Junior Week 2012

Junior Week was once again another great success
this year. 40 young people came for the week
ending with the Junior Regatta. A total of £2400 was
raised for the club.

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Minorca Sailing 2012

A group of 34 went to Minorca, mainly from Wilsonian but also folk from MYC, Shadwell Basin and
Burghfield — not forgetting Nicholas who travelled from Germany.

It was lovely to escape the rain and get some sunshine. We were all overdue single layer clothing,
sandals and sailing without wetsuits.

The transfer bus dropped us at the village of Ses Salines where accommodation was shared, self
catering apartments with a swimming pool. These were Spartan, though clean and well kept with a
washing machine. There was a hotel or Villa upgrade option. I'll be back to the apartments next time.
They were very sociable overlooking the pool which was a great place to spend half your 2 hour lunch
break, cooling off and swapping tales. This was the best place to witness the RS400 stiff trudge and the
RS100 inner thigh disaster. It was also the venue for the running “who’s got the worst bruises?”
competition jointly won by two WSC members. It's a good job they didn’t sail together!

We hit the sailing hard from the beginning. Each day started with a weather report and prediction followed
by a brief rundown by each group’s instructor. There were groups with levels to suit everyone from
Beginners to Advanced asymmetric. Next was some shore based instruction after which the thermal
breeze had kicked in and it was off to put instruction to practice. Lighter winds in the early days
encouraged the use of more powerful boats - RS400s and 500s. As the wind increased (along with
bruises!) there was a tendency towards the easier RS200s and Laser 2000s. Single handers were Varios
a RS100s and the ever popular Laser with RS800s and Musto Skiffs for the brave. After the 2 hour lunch
the afternoon saw racing. There was a series Saturday to Wednesday, a Regatta on Thursday and a
pursuit race on the final Friday morning.

After racing there were a further two single hour slots for free sailing or windsurfing with instructors
available one on one. On some nights this was followed by video showings of the days racing in a local
Hotel Bar. Of especially novel interest to the Laser and advanced asymmetric fleets was the screening of
a race where each boat carried a satellite tracker. A whole fleet of named tadpole like boats dragging a
trace behind them showing their tracks through the wind shifts. You could see how good your start was
and then track your progress through the race.

Evenings could be spent self catering, eating massive steaks locally or making the 20 minute walk to the
guiet gastronomical delights at Fornells.

Sailing was even available right up to the departure of the bus. Well done Andy K. Rs800 to beach, dry
shorts and bus. The fastest he was seen to move on shore all week!

A few moments stand out for me — steering on the plane by feel, half blinded by stinging salt spray on an
RS500, the moment | was crossed upwind on port and given a comical look of absolute satisfied victory
by the fellow helm of a 400, trapezing off a 500 and able to see the full length of both foils beneath me
through the water.....wow!

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News from the Sailing Committee

Here are some matters dealt with by the Sailing Committee this season:

Shortening Course using Flags C over S

The problem had again arisen that whereas the leading boat had had to sail to the mark before learning
of the shortened course, later boats were able to cut the corner by sailing wide of the mark and more
directly back to the club, leaving the leader disadvantaged. It was agreed to incorporate a new paragraph
12.4 in next year’s SI's: “boats shall pass within three boat-lengths of the mark at which the course is
shortened”.

It is not mandatory this season, but your fellow competitors would certainly appreciate your sporting
gesture if you follow this procedure and pass close to the mark at which the course is shortened.

Keepsake Prizes

It has been decided to to go for mugs for a second year. The Committee is always open to suggestions
for possible prizes in future years. If you feel you should have received a prize for last year and have not
yet got it (if you attended a fleet eveing you would have got it then), please inquire with Graham
Jenkinson who is dishing them out.

The Alto is still quite new and untried, and the intention was to have revised its PY after each series by

using feedback from our data uploaded to the RYA/Sailracer web site, such as has been done for the
V3000 in the past. Unfortunately, the RYA site has not been accepting data or providing the necessary
feedback, so this has not happened. Things seem now to be sorted out, however, and updated PY’s for
both the Alto and V3000 will be applied from the start of next year.

Wednesday Racing
Thanks to appalling weather in May and June, this got off to a poor start this season and never

recovered. Some weeks we had a full duty crew and gale force winds and no competitors, other weeks
were perfect but there was no duty crew. Towards the end of the series, a reduced-duty setup was
trialled, whereby besides the very necessary CDO function, only an RO and an ARO were needed, who
also manned the RIB. This on the understanding that if the weather became iffy, competitors would need
to self-time at the finish while the RIB switched to rescue duties. The new arrangement seemed to work
even better than expected but came too late to save the series. It is therefore planned to use it next
season, but if the series is to go ahead, (a) volunteer(s) are required to take over the overseeing of the
duty rota and ensure that its requirements are met. If that requirement is satisfied, a results-service will
be available as ever. We know that Wednesday sailing is enjoyed by many and would like to see it
continue. If you are prepared to step into the breach, please tell a member of the Sailing Committee, or
else the series may have to be cancelled.

(red diamond on a white ground). The Laser 2000’s will have an attractive new board to enhance their
pre-start pleasure.
